In order that we, Gormley Masonry are able to provide you, the client, with a first class service, please ensure that the points as specified
below are adhered to. Extra over costs will be incurred if we are unable to complete templating or installation on the date agreed, due to the
project site not being ready. Should no one be on site, our templater / fixer will wait for a period of 30minutes from arrival after which

additional charges will come into effect.

At the time of Templating

All units and appliances / sanitary ware must be in their final position and be:

Bowls

Please note — Hobs and sinks must not be connected to a gas / electricity or water supply at the time of templating.

Templater to advise client on joint sequence / alignment

Profile on front edge / finish on top - honed / polished / material type

Level

Fixed together

Secured to the wall or floor

Any existing or temporary tops should be removed

All pots / pans kitchen appliances etc to be removed prior to templaters visit.
Any special details to be confirmed and discussed with templater.

Over mounted sinks to be on site (for measurement)
Under mounted sinks to be on site — so as they can be taken away for workshop fitting.
If a silicone only fixing — bowl and manufacturers template to be available on site for removal.

Taps to be on site
Tap position to be confirmed on site

Hob to be on site for measurement

Installation

Prior to installation the client / contractor must provide safe & structurally sound access to the property.

No units to have been moved since the time of templating

All required carcassing and additional supports to be in place (this is not to be completed on the day of the installation)

Work area to be clean / clear — no other trades to be working in the same area.

Walls should not have been plastered / skimmed between the time of templating and installation

Mains electric power to be made available free of charge.
Client or their representative must be available to inspect and sign off completed work.
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
